Some radios 
will require an anti-theft coded to be entered 
after the battery is reconnected. The anti-theft 
code is typically supplied with your owner’s 
manual. In the event your vehicles’ anti-theft 
code cannot be recovered, contact an autho-
rized dealership to obtain your vehicles anti-
theft code.

2. On 2005 and earlier vehicles.  Disconnect the 
crank case vent tube from the vent hose junction 
above the alternator.

2a. On 2006 and later vehicles, disconnect the 
crank case vent tube from the air box lid as shown.

3. Loosen the intake tube hose clamps and remove 
the intake tube assembly from the vehicle.

4. Remove the two airbox retaining bolts.

5. Pull up fi rmly to dislodge the air box from mount-
ing grommet, and remove the airbox from the 
vehicle.
NOTE: K&N Engineering, Inc., recommends that 
customers do not discard factory air intake.  

6. Depress the locking tab on the air temp sensor 
electrical connection and disconnect the air temp 
electrical connector.

7. Remove the two 10mm resonator retaining bolts, 
then remove the resonator from the vehicle.

7a. On 2006 and later vehicles, disconnect the 
crank case vent tube from the rear of the intake 
manifold.
NOTE: On 2009 and later vehicles the crank case 
vent is attached to the right side valve cover.

7b. On 2006 and later vehicles, measure 12” from 
the crank case check valve and cut the crank case 
vent tube as shown.

10. Install the tube bracket assembly onto the en-
gine using the provided hardware, threading the bolt 
into the vacated hole by the bolt removed in step #9.

11. Install the heat shield bracket (07197) onto the 
heat shield with the provided hardware.
NOTE: On 2009 and later model vehicles, it will 
be necessary to fl ip the mounting bracket to the 
outside of the heat shield. The bend angle will 
be in the opposite direction. 

12. Install the provided edge trim onto the heat 
shield.
NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be 
necessary.

13. On 2008 and earlier models, remove the core 
support mounting bolt shown with a 13mm wrench, 
and pull out the stock air box mounting grommet 
shown.

16. Install the silicone hose (08051) onto the throttle 
body and secure with the provided hardware.

17. Twist the temp sensor counter clockwise to 
unlock and remove the temp sensor from the factory 
resonator.
NOTE: Take care removing the air temperature 
sensor as it is very fragile.

18. Install the provided grommet into the K&N® 
intake tube as shown.

19. Remove the O-ring from the air temp sensor as 
shown.

20. Install the air temp sensor into the K&N® intake 
tube as shown.

21. Install the intake tube onto the throttle body with 
the provided hose clamp.

22. Using the provided hose clamp, secure the 
K&N® intake tube to the saddle bracket assembly as 
shown.

23. Reconnect the temp sensor electrical connec-
tion.
NOTE: It may be necessary to use the provided 
temperature sensor wiring harness extension 
on some models due to factory wiring harness 
changes.

24. On 2005 and earlier vehicles connect the pro-
vided silicone hose to the K&N® intake tube, then 
connect to the factory crank case vent tube.

9. Remove the lower A/C bracket bolt shown with a 
15mm socket.

8. Assemble the saddle clamp to the tube bracket 
with the provided hardware as shown.

14. Install the 3/8” threaded insert provided into the 
air box mounting grommet hole vacated in step #13.

15. On the 2008 and earlier models install the K&N® 
heat shield assembly and secure the mounting 
bracket to the radiator core support with original bolt 
removed in step #13. Secure the rear of the heat 
shield to the 3/8” threaded insert with the provided 
hardware.
NOTE: On 2009 and later models secure the 
mounting bracket to the radiator core support 
with original bolt removed in step #13a.

13a. On 2009 and later vehicles, the mounting bolt 
used has been eliminated. The heat shield bracket 
will need to move to the left mounting bolt which 
is under the radiator cover. It may be necessary to 
loosen the radiator cover.

7c. Install the provided silicone hose onto the cut 
crank case vent hose as shown and then reconnect 
the hose assembly onto the intake manifold.

1. Start the engine with the transmission in neutral 
or park, and the parking brake engaged. Listen for 
air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks secure hoses 
and connections. For odd noises, fi nd cause and 
repair before proceeding. This kit will function identi-
cally to the factory system except for being louder 
and much more responsive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd noises or 
rattles and fi x as necessary.

3. If road test is fi ne, you can now enjoy the added 
power and performance from your kit.

4. K&N Engineering, Inc., suggests checking the air 
fi lter element periodically for excessive dirt build-up. 
When the element becomes covered in dirt (or once 
a year), service it according to the instructions on 
the Recharger® service kit, part number 99-5050 or 
99-5000.

31. It will be necessary for all K&N® high fl ow intake 
systems to be checked periodically for realignment, 
clearance and tightening of all connections.  Failure 
to follow the above instructions or proper mainte-
nance may void warranty.

On 2005 and earlier vehicles install the crank 
case vent tube mounting clip onto the A/C line and 
crank case vent tube as shown.

27. Install the provided radiused fi lter adapter into 
the K&N® air fi lter and secure with the provided 
hose clamp.

25. On 2005 and earlier vehicles remove the crank 
case vent tube mounting clip from the crank case 
vent tube on the air box as shown.

24a. On 2006 and later vehicles connect the crank 
case vent hose installed in step #7c to the K&N® 
intake tube as shown.
