1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the 
vehicle’s negative battery cable.

2. Depress the locking tab and disconnect 
the mass air sensor electrical connection.

3. Loosen the hose clamp that secures the 
intake tube to the intake resonator. Discon-
nect the intake tube from the intake resona-
tor as shown.
Note: On vehicles equipped with an air 
injection pump; depress the locking ring 
on the air pump fresh air inlet tube, then 
disconnect the fresh air inlet tube from 
the airbox.

4. Loosen and remove the two air box mount-
ing bolts and one mounting nut as shown. 
Note: 2008 and and later vehicles are not 
equipped with the retaining nut. All other 
vehicles will use the retaining nut in a later 
step.

5. Lift the air box up, removing it from the 
vehicle.
Note: K&N recommends that customers 
do not discard factory air intake.

6. Loosen the two intake resonator mount-
ing bolts and hose clamp at the throttle 
body. 
Note: One intake resonator mounting 
bolt will be re-used.

7. Remove the intake resonator from the 
vehicle as shown. 
Note: Disconnect the crank case vent 
hose from the valve cover while remov-
ing the intake resonator from the en-
gine.

8. Install silicone hose (#08434) onto the 
throttle body and secure with the provided 
hose clamp as shown.

9. Install “L” bracket (#010060) onto the 
heat shield with the provided hardware as 
shown. 
Note: Use two of the provided spacers 
between the bracket and heat shield, 
one on each bolt.

10. Install the small “L” bracket (#070602) 
onto the heat shield with the provided hard-
ware as shown. 
Note: Use one of the provided spacers 
between the bracket and heat shield.

12. Install the heat shield into the vehicle 
and secure with the provided hardware.
Note: On vehicles equipped with the air 
box mounting stud, the factory nut will 
be re-used. The front of the heat shield 
will secure to the front air box mounting 
location. The rear of the heat shield will 
secure to the mounting stud using the 
factory nut. On 2008 and later vehicles, 
the rear of the heat shield will secure to 
the insert nut installed in step #11b.

13. Install the provided gasket onto the 
K&N mass air sensor adapter as shown.

16. Install the mass air sensor assembly 
into the K&N intake tube and secure with 
the provided hardware. 
Note: The opening in the mass air sen-
sor is to be pointed towards the inlet 
end of the intake tube.

17. Install the provided ¼” NPT fi tting into 
the K&N intake tube as shown.

18. Install the saddle clamp onto the tube 
mounting bracket with the provided hard-
ware. 

14. Remove the two mass air sensor 
mounting screws and remove the mass air 
sensor from the stock air box as shown.

15. Install the mass air sensor into the K&N 
mass air sensor adapter and secure with 
the provided hardware as shown.

19. Install the tube mounting bracket as-
sembly onto the valve cover. Place the 
provided large spacer between the bracket 
and valve cover, and secure with the fac-
tory bolt removed in step #6 as shown.

11a. On vehicles that are not equipped with 
the air box mounting stud and nut, drill out 
the existing hole in the inner fender with a 
drill and 1/2” bit.

11b. Install the provided insert nut into the 
hole drilled into the fender in step #11a.

11c. Install the provided adapter into the 
small heat shield hole as shown.

11d. Install the provided air pump fi lter onto 
the adapter installed in the previous step. 
Secure with the provided hose clamp.

12a. On vehicles equipped with an air injec-
tion pump, secure the air injection pump 
hose to the adapter as shown.

20. Install the K&N intake tube into the 
silicone hose at the throttle body and align 
it with the mounting bracket installed in the 
previous step. Secure the intake tube with 
the provided hose clamps.

11. Install the edge trim onto the heat shield 
as shown. 
Note: Some trimming of the edge trim 
may be necessary.

1. Start the engine with the transmission 
in neutral or park, and the parking brake 
engaged. Listen for air leaks or odd noises. 
For air leaks secure hoses and connec-
tions. For odd noises, fi nd cause and repair 
before proceeding. This kit will function 
identically to the factory system except for 
being louder and much more responsive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd 
noises or rattles and fi x as necessary.

3. If road test is fi ne, you can now enjoy the 
added power and performance from your 
kit.

4. K&N suggests checking the Air fi lter ele-
ment periodically for excessive dirt build-
up. When the element becomes covered in 
dirt (or once a year), service it according to 
the instructions on the Recharger service 
kit, part number 99-5050 or 99-5000.

26. Re-connect the vehicle’s negative bat-
tery cable. Check to ensure everything is 
tight and properly positioned before starting 
the vehicle.

27. It will be necessary for all K&N intake 
kits to be checked periodically for re-align-
ment, clearance, and tightening of all con-
nections. Failure to follow above installation 
instructions and/or improper maintenance 
may void warranty.

22. Install the provided air fi lter adapter into 
the K&N air fi lter and secure with the pro-
vided hose clamp.

23. Install the silicone hose (#08724) onto 
the air fi lter adapter and secure with the 
provided hose clamp.

24. Install the air fi lter assembly onto the 
K&N intake tube and secure with the pro-
vided hose clamp.

25. Re-connect the mass air sensor electri-
cal connection.

21. Install the provided crank case vent 
hose onto the valve cover and connect the 
remaining open end to the K&N intake tube 
as shown. 
Note:  Some trimming of the provided 
crank case vent hose may be necessary.
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
