1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative
battery cable.

NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable
erases pre-programmed electronic memories.
Write down all memory settings before
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some
radios will require an anti-theft code to be
entered after the battery is reconnected. The
anti-theft code is typically supplied with your
owner’s manual. In the event your vehicles
anti-theft code cannot be recovered, contact an
authorized dealership to obtain your vehicles
anti-theft code.

4. Loosen the hose clamp that secures the intake
tube to the air filter housing.

NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be
necessary.

11. Install the provided filter adapter and secure
with the provided hardware.
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12. Install the provided heat shield mounting
bracket (070015) onto the heat shield as shown
using the provided hardware.

NOTE: be sure to place one of the provided
spacers between the heat shield and bracket.

19. Install the mass air sensor into the K&N® intake
tube and secure with the provided hardware.
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20. Install the provided 90° vent fitting into the
K&N® intake tube as shown.

California
requires testing every two years, other states may

vary.

27. 1t will be necessary for all K&N® high flow intake
systems to be checked periodically for realignment,
clearance and tightening of all connections.

ROAD TESTING:

1. Start the engine with the transmission in neutral
or park, and the parking brake engaged. Listen for
air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks secure hoses
and connections. For odd noises, find cause and
repair before proceeding. This kit will function
identically to the factory system except for being
louder and much more responsive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd noises or
rattles and fix as necessary.

3. If road test is fine, you can now enjoy the added
power and performance from your kit.

4. K&N Engineering, Inc., requires cleaning the
Blackhawk Induction™ intake system’s air filter
element every 100,000 miles. When used in dusty
or off-road environments, our filters will require
cleaning more often.
